Celadon Green was made using routh soil and painted green color on it and there are a lot
of pores it, therefore its surface is rough.
It was made approximately A.D. 9th~10th Century (End of Silla Dynasty~Early of Koryo
Dynasty) and it was supplied for rice and high rank person at first, but it was supplied to

common citizens later.
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Pagoda Tree in Sinhyeon-dong(Natural Monument No. 315)

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Size of this tree is 22m X 5.3m (Height Circumference) and it is 500 years old tree, and
it is grown in Korea, Japan and China etc.

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Simjup was a govermental official(1569~1644) during chosun Dynasty and ha had 3
pen names such as Jasun, Namae and Hyogan, When he was 28 vyears old, he passed
governmental official examination and worked for Chosun Goverment as
ministers (Justice, Commerce and Prtocal Board etc.) This monument’s size is 1.9m, X
0.8m, X0.53mHXW XL) and Mr. Song Si Youl wrote the poem with Hong—Jo.

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Daegok-dong Jisok Tomb(City Moument No. 33)

AT QIMEHA M i ES AH23—-1(San123—1, Daegok—dong, Seo—gu, Incheon)
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It is located on Kahynsan in Geomdan Daekok—dong with 11 stonetombs in north and

south area.
It laid from east to west but almost stonetombs are destroyed status now, It is very

important historical study material, because it is traditional northern type of stonetoms.
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Gajeongji{Undesignated Cultural Asset)

P AKX - AMBAA M IHFE S 456(456, Gajeong—dong, Seo—gu, Incheon)
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It is stood 100m distance west from Gajeong 5—streets. It was on a mountain originally
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but the Mountain became plain land due to city plan and it moved to present place.

(Gajeongji is name of Chosun Dynasty’s high rank government official’s villa name and it
can be found in historical record named "Bupyongupjii. It is estirnated that it was around
AD1400 (Jungjo 2nd year) and constructed by Cho—Ban, According to the above record
Bupyongupjiy, son of Cho—Ban, Cho Seo—kang resigned his govermental official and
king sejong requested his govermental officilal and king Sejong requested his returning

to the government, but hr did not afree and King sent a painter to draw the picture.

Same as Incheon Hwadojin, it was installed on July 1, 1879.(Kojong 16th Year). This
place was very important to defend form external enemy because Incheon and Bupyeong
are located on the water to Kanghwa. It was coustructed by Geneal Shin Jung—Hee,
Chief of Kanghwa Lee Kyung—Ha.

On Nov 15 same year, It was changed to an independent Jin by subordinating Mowolgot—
myeon.

This Yonhijin was disappered on June 28, 1883 (Kojong 19th Year) in accordance with
King's order.

It was destroyed after 5 years from the date of constructuon.
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
